GCSD ACADEMIC ELIGIBILITY POLICY

(as adopted and made applicable to OM&D productions)

INITIAL ELIGIBILITY
A student who has failed three or more classes at the interim or marking period immediately prior to the tryout period for that season is ineligible to audition/apply.

PROBATION
A student who is failing one class at the interim or marking period during the production period will be eligible to participate fully but is considered “on probation.”  Weekly runarounds must be provided the director until the student is no longer failing.  Parental and academic support is required. [Additionally, the director has the right to pull a student from rehearsals/special events (ie lock-in, elementary reading visits) until passing grades are achieved, and the teacher will be consulted on a 

regular basis.]

PERFORMANCE INELIGIBLE
A student who is failing two or more classes at the interim or marking period will be allowed to rehearse but not perform….and may risk having their role re-cast. Weekly runarounds are required until the student is no longer failing; parental and academic support is required.  This obviously affects a cast, as the student’s role may have to be re-cast; the student may be taken out of the production. [I don’t want to “go there!!!”]
